Planting the Late Spring Garden

Listed below are seeds you will receive to plant during the week of May 17.  These seeds are considered warm season crops.  To help you plan, we have added an example of the number of students to plant the seeds.  Students will plant in open spaces.  Keep the varieties together to make labeling the location of the type of seed easier with one plant label, e.g., plant all of the beans seeds in the same general location, and do the same for each type of seed.
Planting Basil – 6 students 

· Basil seeds are planted ¼ inch deep and 3 inches apart.

Planting Beans (Green or Yellow Bush) – 8 students 
· In the late spring garden, bush beans can be planted between the pea plants now emerging.

· Bean seeds are planted 1 inch deep and 3 inches apart.  Do not presoak the seeds.  Too much moisture may crack the seed.
Planting Cucumbers – 6 students 
· Cucumber seeds are planted ½ to 1 inch deep and 12 inches apart.

Planting Lettuce – 6 students

· Lettuce seeds are planted ¼ to ½ inch deep and 2 inches apart.

· Plant by onion if you can to repel rabbits.

Planting Nasturtium  
· If you did not save your seeds from March, please contact Jody.  There are about four seeds in each of two envelopes.  One envelope is for each bed.  Consider planting at the corners on the outside of the box.
· Plant nasturtium seeds 1 inch deep on the outside of the garden box.  Have students rub each nasturtium seed on the edge of the garden box.  By rubbing one side of the seed across the wood 5-6 times, they will wear down some of the protective coating on the seed causing it to germinate faster.   

· Be sure to plant some on the end that squash is planted to help repel squash bugs.

Planting Summer Squash – 2 students
· This can be split in order to be planted by each bed.

· Summer squash grows in a bush style and takes up less garden space than winter and fall vining squash.

· Some varieties are scallop, zucchini, yellow crookneck, and yellow straight neck.

· Plant squash 1 inch deep on the outside of your garden beds along the wall of the school building or a fence.  If your bed is not by a wall or fence, plant at the end of your bed on the outside of the box.
