Pressed Flower Bookmarks
 

Materials:  

pre-cut construction paper for each student

toothpicks for each student

white glue – teacher 
paper plates for sorting flowers and for glue

pressed flowers

1. Coordinators should pick up supplies from the office.  Collect a second set of pre-cut bookmarks that have Granny’s logo.  Students make a construction paper bookmark to take home and make a bookmark with Granny’s logo for Granny’s promotional events.

2. Use only flat flowers, or the bookmark will bubble from too thick flowers after they are laminated.  Bookmarks laminate well if the flattest flowers are used sparingly.  A good rule of thumb is three items for a bookmark unless you have small individual flowers.

3. Pre-cut construction paper in the size you want the bookmarks to be.
4. Pre-sort your pressed flowers and leaves. 
5. Explain that students will receive a piece of construction paper for their bookmark.  They will also receive a toothpick that is used to apply glue to their items.  Explain that each group of students will share a paper plate with glue on it.

6. Explain the process.  Each student writes his/her name on the back of the paper.  They select three items for their bookmark.  Before gluing, they arrange the pieces on the paper.  Show and explain that the items should not hang off the edge of the paper.  When they are satisfied with the design, they can glue.

7. Instruct students that they will use the toothpick to apply small drops of glue on the backs of the stems and leaf veins or the centers of flowers, so dried glue does not show.  Avoid getting glue on petals, since the dried spot will show.  Less is more with glue.  Very small drops mean the glue won't show.  Laminating will keep the pieces securely in place. 
8. Pass out the construction paper and remind students to write their name on the back.  Squirt glue onto a paper plate for a group of students to use and pass out a toothpick to each student.  
9. Allow the bookmarks to dry overnight.  
10. Teachers usually laminate the bookmarks, and cut them out.

11. After laminating, cut out the bookmarks leaving 1/4 inch around the paper.
